Lift the hitch into position, sliding
the vertical plates of hitch between the bumperette and rear surface of crossmember.

2) Align slots in both angle brackets of hitch, with existing weldnuts in the bottom of frame rails. Install
fasteners at location #1 including spacers.

3) Install fasteners at location #2, passing bolts through bumperette, hitch bracket and crossmember. Install
washers and handle nuts through a small opening near the frame rails.

4) Torque all 7/16" fasteners to 70 Ib-ft.
