1) Remove round adhesive backed hole covers from the frame rails where hitch will be mounted.

2) Lower the passenger and driver side side exhaust. It may be necessary to also detach the exhaust hanger
located near the rear axle of the car.

3) Place supplied spacer on top of the existing tow loop located near the midline of the car. Position the hitch
in place under the vehicle's tow loop. Insert the 1/2" carriage bolt from the top and secure as shown.

4) Install 10mm fasteners and conical toothed washers through side plates as shown. Reinstall exhaust hangers.
5) Trim heat shield to ensure the hitch mounting plates lay flat against the frame rails. (both sides if necessary)

6) Torque all 10mm fasteners to 48 Ib-ft, and 1/2" fastener to 110 Ib-ft.
