1)  Remove underbody panel that attaches the
     bumper cover to the trunk pan using a 10mm
     socket and plastic rivet remover.  Save for later
     reinstallation.

2)  Fishwire (2) 1/2" -13 X 1 1/4" carriage bolts and
     (2) SP6 spacers into the existing holes in the
     bumper beam as shown in the diagram above.
     Raise hitch into position and loosely install the
     1/2" hex flange nuts.

3)  Temporarily install the tail bracket to the hitch and
     using the tail bracket as a template, mark the trunk pan
     for the required drill holes.
 

Note:  Clear the truck pan of all contents and slide battery 
towards the rear of the vehicle before drilling.

4)  Remove tail bracket and drill both holes from below
      the vehicle using a 17/32" drill bit (for 1/2"
      fasteners).  Reinstall the tail bracket to the hitch
      using (2) 1/2" - 13 X 1 1/4" carriage bolts and 1/2"
      hex flange nuts.

6)  Torque all 1/2" fasteners to 110 lb. - ft.  Trim
      underbody panel as required and reinstall onto
      vehicle.  Slide battery back into position and
      reinstall carpet and trunk contents removed in
      step 3

5)  Apply silicone caulk to the SP4 spacers and
     remaining 1/2" carriage bolts and install into the
     trunk pan and tail bracket as shown and loosely
     install the remaining 1/2" hex flange nuts.

1)  Remove underbody panel that attaches the bumper cover to the trunk pan using a 10mm socket and rivet
     removal tool.  Save for later reinstallation.
 

2)  Fishwire (2) 1/2" -13 X 1 1/4" carriage bolts and (2) SP6 spacers into the existing holes in the bumper beam
     as shown in the diagram above.  Raise hitch into position and loosely install the 1/2" hex flange nuts.
 

3)  Temporarily install the tail bracket to the hitch.  Using the tail bracket as a template, mark the trunk pan
     for the required drill holes.
 

Note:  Clear the truck pan of all contents and slide battery towards the rear of the vehicle before drilling.
 

4)  Remove tail bracket and drill both holes from below of the vehicle using a 17/32" drill bit (for 1/2" fasteners).
     Reinstall the tail bracket to the hitch using (2) 1/2" - 13 X 1 1/4" carriage bolts and 1/2" hex flange nuts.
 
5)  Apply silicone caulk to the SP4 spacers and remaining 1/2" carriage bolts.  Install hardware into the trunk
     pan and tail bracket as shown.  Loosely install the remaining 1/2" hex flange nuts.
 

6)  Torque all 1/2" fasteners to 110 lb-ft.  Trim underbody panel as required and reinstall onto vehicle.  slide the
     battery back into position and reinstall carpet and trunk contents removed in step 3.
