Trim

    heat shield using trim diagram below for reference and

    reinstall heat shield.

5. Raise hitch into position over bumper beam studs. Reinstall

    plastic bumper support. Then reinstall the bumper beam

    securing with nuts removed in Step 3. Torque M12 nuts to

    79 ft-lbs.  Reinstall bumper cover by reversing Steps 1-3.
