3. Fishwire (2) 7/16 bolts and spacers into the holes in each
    frame rail as shown. Reinstall heat shield removed in Step 2
    attaching only the center retention nuts.

4. Raise hitch into position over exhaust and secure with 7/16"
    flange nuts. Torque 7/16" bolts to 59 ft-lbs. Reinstall exhaust
    using nuts removed in Step 1.

3. Fishwire (2) 7/16 bolts and spacers into the holes in each frame rail as shown above. Reinstall heat shield
    removed in Step 2 attaching only the center retention nuts.
 

4. Raise hitch into position over exhaust and secure with 7/16" flange nuts. Torque 7/16" bolts to 59 ft-lbs.
 

5. Reinstall exhaust using nuts removed in Step 1.
