PASSENGER SIDE BUMPER SUPPORT\

Using a 5/8" open end wrench, slide the
wrench up to the rubber isolator, cradling
the hanger rod as shown. Next place the
flat edge of a pry bar between the wrench
and the hanger stop or hanger rod. Then
simply rotate the pry bar toward the
wrench to remove the rubber isolator.

1) Remove (2) screws from bumper fascia tabs and rotate tabs toward bumper.

) Lower (3) exhaust hangers ((1) by each muffler and (1) by drive shaft).
3) Remove (2) nuts from bumper beam bolts and (4) nuts from frame studs, as shown above.
)

Raise hitch on the driver side into the bumper cavity above the exhaust. Then push the exhaust
towards the passenger side while rotating the hitch into the bumper cavity. Place the hitch over
existing studs, and pull hitch towards bumper beam bolts.

5) Apply blue Loctite to all studs and nuts. Loosely re-install all hex flange nuts removed in step 3.

6) Torque all 10mm fasteners to 45 Ib-ft.
(Note: tighten the existing frame stud nuts first)

7) Re-install exhaust to original location.

8) Rotate fascia tabs back into position, and re-install screws removed in step 1.
