Mark and drill (4) holes with 17/32" drill bit for 1/2" fasteners.

3) Lower hitch and fishwire bolts and spacers into position as shown in the diagrams above.

4) Raise hitch back into position and install supplied hex flange nuts. Torque all 1/2" fasteners to 110 Ib-ft.

5) Modify heat shields as shown above and reinstall with original fasteners. Raise exhaust and reinstall (4) rubber
exhaust isolators removed in step (1). On 2012 models bolt exhaust back together with original fasteners.
