3. Remove (6) M10 bolts using a 15mm socket from
    the framerails, (4) on the Driver Side and (2) on the
    Passenger Side. Raise hitch into position and use
    the (6) removed bolts to attach hitch to vehicle.

4. Feed the 1/2" handle nut through the access hole to
    the forwardmost attachment for the passenger
    sideplate. Attach the 1/2" hex bolt and conical tooth
    washer. Torque all M10 hardware to 45 ft-lbs. and
    all 1/2" hardware to 110 ft-lbs.

5. For 2.0 Engine models, either don't reinstall the
    lower fascia panel or trim panel to fit around hitch.
    To trim, mark out the (3) sections using masking
    tape and trim using aviation shears. All dimensions
    are approximate. Confirm fit prior to installation.

5. For 2.0 Engine models, either don't reinstall the lower fascia panel or trim panel to fit around
    hitch. To trim, mark out the (3) sections using masking tape and trim using aviation shears. All
    dimensions are approximate. Confirm fit prior to installation.
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
