1) Remove the (2) plastic fascia nuts from the fascia tabs. (Do not discard.)

2) Lower exhaust by removing the bolts holding the exhaust hangers on both sides. (See RUBBER
ISOLATOR REMOVAL DIAGRAM)

3) Remove the (4) plastic nuts at the bottom of the trunk holding the heat shield in position. Gently pull the
heat shield away from the frame rail to allow access to the frame rails.
