Step 1

Open the rear hatch gate and use a plastic pry tool to remove the plastic cover by each taillight. 
Use a T-30 Torx bit to remove the two screws securing each taillight housing in place. Remove the two 
screws fastening the bumper fascia around the taillight area on each side using a T-25 and T-30 Torx bit.

Step 2

Use a T-25 Torx bit to remove the five screws from each exhaust heat shield and remove both shields.

Step 3

Remove four button head screws from the lower edge of the bumper fascia with the T-25 Torx bit. Remove four more screws 
along the rear edge of the wheel well openings on each side as well. Remove the two screws behind the license plate.

Step 4

Using a plastic pry tool, carefully pry the rear fender well trim rearward while releasing the clips from the fascia. Remove only up to the bumper 
cover mating seam. While pulling the fender trim away from the vehicle locate and remove two screws with a T-25 Torx bit from each wheel well.

Step 5

Support the bumper cover and carefully disconnect any wiring attached to it. Carefully unsnap 
the bumper cover from the vehicle and place in a secure location to avoid damaging it.

Step 6

Remove eight M12 bolts securing the bumper beam to the vehicle with 
an 18mm socket. Return the beam and reinforcement plates to the vehicle owner.

Step 7

Lift the hitch into position where the bumper beam was and reinstall 
the bolts removed in the previous step. Torque all M12 bolts to 68 ft-lbs.

Step 8

Mark the lower bumper cover area to be trimmed by finding the center of the cover.  Mark a 4” by 4” area centered on the cover 
and along the lower edge. Hold the bumper cover in place on the vehicle to verify it is correct and check that all wiring is clear before 
cutting. Use an aviator shears or knife to carefully trim the area. Hold in position on the vehicle to check fitment, trim more if needed.

Step 9

Reinstall the bumper cover, wiring, trim, heat shields and taillights in reverse order of removal.
