1. Raise hitch into position by aligning holes in hitch side plates with holes in frame rails. Note: Hole alignment
will depend on vehicle bed length. Long bed vehicles will use front most hole and short bed vehicles will
use the middle hole on hitch side plates.

6. Secure hitch with 9/16" hex flange nuts onto carriage bolts.

7. Align slots in hitch side plates with slots in vehicle tow loops. Then torque previously installed carriage bolts
to 150 Ib-ft. (Note: 1500 models will use the bottom slot and 2500/3500 models will use the top slot in hitch
side plate.)

8. Install 9/16" hex bolts and flat washers through hitch side plates and tow loops, as shown.

9. Install enough CM-SP8 spacers between tow loops and hitch side plates to prevent the tow loops from
pulling into hitch when the hex bolts are tightened.

10. Secure hex bolts with CM-SP8 spacers and 9/16" hex flange nuts, as shown.

11. Torque remaining 9/16" hardware to 150 Ib-ft.
