These will be 

    replaced with the included M12 hardware.

2. Insert one (1) hex bolt, one (1) 1/2" conical toothed washer and one (1) CM-SP52 through rear end of large slot in each side plate.  Slide hitch in 

    over tow loop plate.  Loosely insert hex bolt into forward most weldnut in each frame.

 

3. Slide hitch rearward into position.  Place one (1) 1/2" flat washer on top of one (1) CM-SP52 and set on top of each side plate, aligned with 

    rear most hole.

 

4. Insert one (1) M12 hex bolt with one (1) 1/2" conical toothed washer through side plate, CM-SP52 spacer and 1/2" flat washer into each 

    rear most weldnut.

 

5. Secure all M12 fasteners with socket wrench.  A 19mm end wrench may be used to secure forward most bolt. 

 

6. Torque all M12 fasteners to 86 ft-lbs.  Use a 19mm socket torque adapter to torque front bolts.
